
      Family Education Scholarship
The Family Education Scholarship Fund was developed to provide financial assistance for higher
education to children and spouses who have lost a loved one in an air medical or ground transport
accident. Each year TAAMS will award up to $5,000 to a deserving student entering into a college,
university, or vocational-technical school with the goal of awarding 5 scholarships annually for a
total of $25,000.

Applicants must:

Be a dependent and/or an immediate relative of a medical transport crewmember based in
Texas that lost their life due to an air medical or ground transport accident. This includes
parents, step-parents, legal guardians, grandparents, and spouses.
Be accepted into an accredited college, university, or vocational-technical school.
Be a legal U.S. resident.
Submit a complete application and all required documentation.
